LIGHTHOUSES of PRAYER GUIDE
Nation & City
1. The Church
Scripture: “And | tell you, you are Peter, and on this rock | will build my church, and the gates of hell
shall not prevail against it.” (Matthew 16:18, ESV)
Prayer Points:
e Pray for revival in churches across San Antonio & the nation, that they would be filled with
the Holy Spirit and a hunger for God's Word.
¢ Ask God to raise up bold pastors and church leaders who will stand for biblical truth.
¢ Pray for unity among churches, breaking denominational barriers to work together for the
Kingdom.
¢ Declare that the Church will be a light in the city, offering solutions to social and spiritual
issues.
2. The Family
Scripture: “Unless the Lord builds the house, those who build it labor in vain.” (Psalm 127:1, ESV)
Prayer Points:
¢ Pray for marriages in San Antonio to be strengthened, healed, and restored.
¢ Ask God to protect the sanctity of life, praying that the city stands for the unborn.
¢ Pray that parents in San Antonio would take an active role in discipling their children in
God'’s truth.
* Break generational curses and declare blessings over families in every neighborhood.
3. The Education
Scripture: “The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, and the knowledge of the Holy One is
insight.” (Proverbs 9:10, ESV)
Prayer Points:
¢ Pray for the Texas school voucher vote, that parents will have the freedom to choose the
best education for their children.
* Ask God to give teachers and administrators wisdom and integrity in shaping the next
generation.
e Pray for Christian students and faculty to be bold in their faith and stand for truth.
¢ Declare that San Antonio schools will be free from harmful ideologies and will promote
godly values.
4. The Business
Scripture: “Commit your work to the Lord, and your plans will be established.” (Proverbs 16:3, ESV)
Prayer Points:e Pray for business leaders in San Antonio to operate with integrity, fairness, and
righteousness.
¢ Ask God to raise up Christian entrepreneurs who will use their wealth to advance His
Kingdom.
® Pray against corruption in business and declare ethical practices in commerce and trade.
o Bless the city’s economy, that it may prosper and provide opportunities for all.
5. The Government
Scripture: “When the righteous increase, the people rejoice, but when the wicked rule, the people
groan.” (Proverbs 29:2, ESV)
Prayer Points:
¢ Pray for San Antonio’s mayoral election and city council elections on May 3rd, that righteous
leaders who fear God will be elected.
o Ask for wisdom and integrity for those currently in leadership, that they would govern with
justice.
* Declare an end to corruption and ungodly policies in city government.
* Pray for policies that protect religious freedom, families, and the sanctity of life.
6. The Arts & Entertainment
Scripture: “Whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is pure... think about
these things.” (Philippians 4:8, ESV)
Prayer Points:
¢ Pray for God to raise up wholesome alternatives in music, film, and entertainment that
honor Him.
e Ask for Christian creatives in San Antonio to be bold and influential in their industries.
¢ Pray against the glorification of violence, immorality, and ungodly values in local
entertainment.
¢ Declare that the arts will reflect beauty, truth, and God’s redemptive message.



7. The Media

Scripture: “Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” (John 8:32, NIV)
Prayer Points:

e Pray for truth and integrity in local media, that news sources will report with honesty and
without bias.

¢ Ask God to raise up Christian voices in media and journalism to boldly share His truth.

® Pray against deception and manipulation in news and social media.

¢ Declare that stories of God’s work in San Antonio will be shared and celebrated.
